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ATTENDANCE SO FAR (BECKY’S CLASS) – 94.7% 
The Overall Academy Attendance Target, in line with national data on Special School attendance, is a 
minimum of 93%.   Good attendance is important because:    
 
• Statistics show a direct link between under-achievement and poor attendance.   
• Regular attenders make better progress, both socially and academically and find academy routines, 
work and friendships easier to cope with.     
• Regular attenders are more successful in transferring between primary school, secondary school, higher 
education, employment or training.    
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
