Curriculum: We are learning...
In Science, we are learning about skeletons and muscles. We will be exploring which how animals move, as well as how they are classified.
In History, we are learning about the Anglo-Saxons, including invasions, settlements and kingdoms.

We will also be covering human and physical geography, particularly exploring the similarities and differences between
